This lightweight material is designed and 
manufactured digitally, improving accuracy and fit. 
PEEK is preferable to metal in patient’s mouth, as it 
eliminates any metallic taste or temperature changes 
caused by eating or drinking.

Why is the material beige?

This is the natural colour of pur PEEK and what indicates the 
material’s excellent biocompatibility. 

Why is it flexibile? 

The properties of PEEK are closer to that of bone than 
metal, meaning there is some natural flex. Due to this natural 
flexibility is allows the transfer of stresses to the underlying 
bone across a more uniform area. This can reduce localised 
stress points in the mouth, improving comfort for the patient. 

How strong is this material? 

PEEK is one of the few polymers capable of replacing metals 
in medical and industrial applications. Our type of PEEK has 
been replacing metal in spinal surgery for over a decade.
